Award 1 mark for each valid comparison of what the documents say
about health at work. For example:

e both documents talk about better productivity when employees
have proper breaks (1)

e both documents talk about the importance of peer support (1)

e both documents encourage workers to stop for lunch (1)

e both documents say it's important to draw a boundary between
work and leisure (1)

e both talk about Wellness programmes (1)

o the webpage talks about working at a specific company, while
the blog post focuses on working from home (1).

Accept any other valid response linked to the text.

Award 1 mark for each valid comparison of the way the authors write
about health at work. For example:

e both use emotive language (1)

e both list suggestions of leisure activities (1)

e the webpage is from a single perspective, whereas the blog
includes different ideas from interviewer and interviewee (1)

e the webpage talks about employees in general, whereas the
blog gives some personal anecdotes (1)

e the author of the webpage is more formal and factual, citing
research, whereas the blog post is conversational and uses
colloquial language (1).

Accept any other valid response linked to the text.

Both of the bullet points in the question should be covered at least
ONCE.

A maximum of 4 marks should be awarded for this question.
Example response awarded 4 marks:

Both documents talk about the importance of clear boundaries when
taking a break from work (1), although the webpage describes it when
working at a specific company, while the blog is for people who work
from home (1). Both the webpage and the blog talk about the
importance of peer support (1). The author of the webpage uses formal

language, whereas the blog is more conversational (1).
